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Dinner Auction Attendees Enjoy a Great Night
and Help Equip New Dlnlng Hall

Lakeview Ministries held its fifth annual dinner/auction November
21% at the Holiday Inn Crystal Ballroom in Columbus. Lots of good
food, fellowship, excitement, and some surprising bargains were
enjoyed by each of the 498 people who attended the event.

The highlight of the evening was when many attendees joined
together to contribute the funds needed to purchase some of the
commercial kitchen equipment needed for the dining hall at the new
Lakeview Villages camp site. This building, along with the rest of the
new camp, is scheduled to be constructed in 2010 and open for the
summer of 2011. Auction attended were challenged with the goal of
donating enough to purchase the dishwasher, double-deck convection -
ovens, and commercial stove (with burners, griddle, and oven) at a cost of $19,765. They responded by donating $28,525,
enough to buy these three items and have almost $9,000 left for other miscellaneous equipment!

Receipts for the evening totaled $66,821! And that total will be boosted by the Indiana Region of Thrivent Financial
for Lutherans, who have pledges $10,000 in supplemental funds if we raised at least $30,000. After adding in pre-event
ticket sales, sponsor donations, advertising income, and supplementary Thrivent funds, then subtracting the bill from
Holiday Inn, printing, and other expenses, the net income should end up near $80,000. Ninety percent of the proceeds will
go to the camp to equip the kitchen at the new Lakeview Villages kitchen and to provide for other operating expenses,
while the remaining 10% will go to the Camp Lakeview Foundation to help provide a solid financial base for the future.

Our extreme gratitude goes out to all of the
committee members, congregational representatives
and event volunteers who did their part to make the
evening a success. And we appreciate the
continued support provided by Thrivent Financial
for Lutherans. Finally, we thank the attendees for
their generosity — you did a whole lot of good in a
very short time.

We praise God for these blessings, and we pray
that the evening was a blessing to all involved.
