 Thanks to many supporters, the ñLet the Children Comeò Capital Campaign 

has been able to take full advantage of a $300,000 matching opportunity provided 

by a local family.

Construction Costs Exceed Original Budget 
 Like many building programs, the Lakeview Villages expansion project is running over budget.  

In our case, by about 10%.  This is due to some unforeseen items, as well as not being able to start 

the building process while construction costs were at their lowest (which is when we received our 

original estimates).  When the Main Lodge and final bathhouse are completed, the total cost of the 

entire expansion will be closer to $2,750,000 than the $2.5 million originally budgeted.   

 The campôs Board of Directors has decided to keep the fund-raising goal at $2.5 million and to 

go slightly into debt for the difference.  But to keep this debt as low as possible, it is imperative that 

we continue to strive for the campaign goal and that our supporters do everything they can to fulfill 

their campaign pledges.   

Villages Available for Family Weekend Rentals  
      Throughout the spring, summer, and fall, the villages at 

Lakeview Villages are available to rent.  While any group 

is welcome to use them, we are really trying to reach out to 

families because we think the village experience can 

provide a more-secluded alternative to the state parks. 

      For the low flat fee of $300 per weekend, you and your 

friends can rent an entire village, including four air-

conditioned cabins sleeping 6-7 each, your own personal 

bathhouse, picnic shelter, a fully-equipped kitchen, and 

outdoor firepit.

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Dinner Auction Attendees Enjoy a Great Night 
and Help Furnish Lakeview Villages Main Lodge 
Lakeview Ministries held its seventh annual dinner/auction November 19th 

at the Holiday Inn Crystal Ballroom in Columbus.  Lots of good food, 

fellowship, excitement, and some surprising bargains were enjoyed by each of 

the 475 people who attended the event. 

        The highlight of the evening was when many 

attendees joined together to contribute the funds 

needed to purchase the furniture for the Lakeview 

Villages Main Lodge (page 1).  Auction guests 

were challenged with the goal of donating enough 

to purchase 22 bunk beds with 44 mattresses, 32 

dining tables, 8 dressers, 160 dining chairs, 60 

conference chairs, and 24 craft chairs ð at a total 

cost of $25,700.  They responded by donating $30,200, enough to buy all the targeted 

furniture and have $4,500 leftover for other smaller necessary items such as linens, mirrors, 

wastebaskets, etc.  That was a tremendous show of support!   

        Receipts for the evening totaled $63,085!  And that total will be boosted by the Indiana 

Region of Thrivent Financial for Lutherans, who have pledged 

$3,000 in supplemental funds.  After adding in pre-event ticket 

sales, sponsor donations, and supplementary funds, then 

subtracting the bill from Holiday Inn, printing, and other 

expenses, the net income should end up just under $70,000.  

The funds not designated toward the Main Lodge furnishings will 

go into our general operating fund, providing the help needed so 

that we can continue to offer a quality Christian camping 

experience at a reasonable price. 

        Our extreme gratitude goes out to our auctioneers, Fred 

Pollert and Mike Mensendiek, and to all of the  committee 

members, congregational representatives and event volunteers 

who did their part to make the evening a success.  Finally, we 

thank the attendees for their generosity ï you did a whole lot of good in a very short time.
